The Food Safety Authority of Ireland

The Food Safety Authority of Ireland (FSAI) is a statutory body. Its mission is "to protect
consumers' health by ensuring that food consumed, distributed, marketed or produced in
Ireland meets the highest standards of food safety and hygiene". It is the main co-
ordinating body for food safety in Ireland, co-ordinating the food safety activities of a range
of bodies, including the Local Authorities and Health Service Executive (HSE).

The Authority promotes, encourages and fosters high standards of safety and hygiene at all
stages of the food chain from primary production to final use by the customer ("from farm
to fork"). Its promotion and inspection activities are aimed at bringing about an acceptance
that primary responsibility for the safety of food rests with producers, manufacturers,
distributors, retailers and caterers.

The FSAI may exercise its authority directly or by service contracts with agencies including
the Local Authorities and the Health Service Executive (HSE).

The Local Authority Veterinary Service in Galway County Council approves and supervises
local abattoirs and local meat manufacturing premises.

The HSE through its Department of Environmental Health supervises all other food premises.
